     How do I become a member of Manchester Credit Union ?

· Firstly, you must qualify by living or working within Manchester Credit Union (MCU) Common Bond area.

· Complete both sides of the MCU Application for Membership form. (A member of RBH staff at the front line offices in Falinge, Freehold and at the Kirkholt Drop in centre can witness your signature. Alternatively ask to see your Housing Officer who will also be able to witness your signature.

· Provide proof of identity and two different proofs of address (see list of acceptable proof below). If you do not live within our Common Bond area, you must provide proof that you work within it.

· You should decide how much you would like to save and set up either a standing order through your bank or if your employer subscribes to our payroll deduction scheme, a payroll deduction order.

· RBH can then scan these documents through to Manchester Credit Union from the Falinge Housing Office, Freehold Housing office, The Kirkholt Drop in centre or by the Money Matters team at the Old Post Office in Rochdale town centre.

· Wait for your membership card and number to come through the post then contact MCU to activate your account. Congratulations! Your account is now open and available for you to use.
